Field Trip to Churchill Downs (Optional) 
“Backside Tour” and Kentucky Derby Museum 

 

The racing season will still be underway at Churchill Downs in November, so if you want to see what 
really goes on behind the grandstands, you’ll have to get up early! 
 
CHURCHILL DOWNS “Backside Tour”: 

Meet Peggi Bindner at 8:00 am (sharp) at the Kroger parking lot near Churchill Downs 
(directions attached).  Peggi has ‘backside passes’ for a limited number of vehicles so tour 
participants will ‘ride share’ together to the stable area. Peggi will be driving a Ford Expedition, which 
can hold 6 passengers.  If two or three others can offer transportation to 6-7 passengers each, 
please let us know on form below.  

This free ‘tour’ will include the stable area and trackside railing to watch the morning 
workouts.  The tour will last about 1½ hours and will include a brief visit with David and Kim Carroll, 
who are currently training and competing horses at the track.  At the conclusion of the tour, 
participants ‘ride share’ back to the Kroger parking lot and will be given directions to the Kentucky 
Derby Museum. 
 
KENTUCKY DERBY MUSEUM:  The Museum has really fabulous exhibits, including a ‘starting 
gate’ experience! There is no parking fee but there is an admission charge for the Museum  
($9-$14 per person, depending on our group size).  Peggi says the 5-10 minute movie is 
great…don’t miss it. Check out the Museum’s ‘virtual tour’ on their website (www.derbymuseum.org). 
If you cannot make the 8:00 am ‘backside’ tour, you can still link up with the Midsouth group at 10:15 
am by the museum’s main entrance.  
 
At 11:20 am, the Midsouth group heads to the Farm of Robin LeMastus .  Pre-Ordered Box Lunches 
will be ‘served’ at 12 Noon.  The Regional Workshop will begin promptly at 1 pm. 
 
If you choose not to do one or both of the optional tours, please wait till 12 Noon to arrive at 
LeMastus farm.  That will give the farm staff time to do morning chores.  Thanks so much!

1. Directions to Best Western Hotel in LaGrange, KY are on Page 1, Hotel 

Arrangements. 
 

2. Directions to Backside Tour (8:00 AM) and/or Derby Museum (10:15 AM): 
 
**People coming from the west are warned that the I-64 (double-decker) bridge over the Ohio 
River is closed, so plan for about 30 extra minutes to drive over to I-65 to cross into Louisville.  
 
From West:  I-64 east to Exit 121 (1-265).  Take I-265 East to I-65 South, then follow directions 
"From North". 
 
From North to 3165 2nd Street Kroger:  I-65 South to Exit 132 (Crittenden Drive).  Right on 
Central Ave.  Left on 2nd St. to Kroger parking lot.  Look for blue Expedition with UK sticker on 
back (Peggi's car). 
(Kennedy to CD or the Kroger lot is 15 min. unless traffic is backed up on the bridge) 
  
From Cincinnati or Hotel to 3165 2nd Street Kroger:  I-71 South to I-65 South.  Follow 
directions "from North" above. 
  
From South to 3165 2nd Street Kroger:  1-65 North to Exit 131-A (Watterson Xway/Airport) 
onto 1-264 West.  Go 2.9 miles to Exit 10 (Southern Pkwy/3rd St).  Turn right at end of ramp.  
Bear right at Oakdale/3rd St. intersection to stay on 3rd St.  Turn right on Central Station 
Blvd. to 2nd St.  If miss that turn, turn right on Central Ave., then right on 2nd St. to Kroger.  
Look for blue Expedition with UK sticker on back (Peggi's car). 
  
From East to 3165 2nd Street Kroger:  I-64 West to Exit 12 (Watterson Xway/I-264 West).  
 Go to Exit 10 (Southern Pkwy/3rd St).  Turn right at end of ramp.  Bear right at Oakdale/3rd St. 
intersection to stay on 3rd St.  Turn right on Central Station Blvd. to 2nd St.  If miss that turn, 
turn right on Central Ave., then right on 2nd St. to Kroger.  Look for blue Expedition with UK 
sticker on back (Peggi's car). 

 
3. Directions to Robin's from the Museum and Kroger:  Go east (turn right) on 

Central Ave.  Turn left onto Crittenden Dr. and follow directions to I-65 North.  Take I-71 North 
and go to Gene Snyder/KY 841 Exit North.  At end, turn right onto US Hwy 42.  Go 2.5 miles 
into Oldham County.  In Oldham County, continue east on US 42 until one mile past St. Francis 
School at Buckeye Lane.  Robin's house is at 10001 W. US Hwy 42 and has cream-colored 
brick pillars in the fence.  BEFORE you get to her main house entrance, look for an orange 
pylon by the plain-black gate entrance to her indoor arena. It will be the fourth drive on the left 
PAST the main Hermitage Farm entrance on the right (10500 W. Hwy 42).  It is the drive PAST 
the entrance on the left with stone pillars (the former Safe Harbor Farm).  If you miss that 
entrance, go on to Robin’s house entrance, turn in but take a left at the fork in the driveway 
instead of going up to the house.  Go to the right past the small barn, then continue past the 
large indoor arena and park at the back.  

  
 



4. Directions to Robin's if not taking tours:  (Reminder to arrive at or after 12 noon). 

 
From West:  I-64 east to Exit 121 (1-265).  Take I-265 east to I-65 South. Cross Kennedy 
Bridge and take 1st exit onto I-71 North. Go to Gene Snyder (I-265)/KY 841 Exit North.  At end, 
turn right onto US Hwy 42.  Go 2.5 miles into Oldham County.  In Oldham County, continue east 
on US 42 until one mile past St. Francis School at Buckeye Lane.  Robin's house is at 10001 W. 
US Hwy 42 and has cream-colored brick pillars in the fence.  BEFORE you get to her main 
house entrance, look for an orange pylon by the plain-black gate entrance to her indoor arena. It 
will be the fourth drive on the left PAST the main Hermitage Farm entrance on the right 
(10500 W. Hwy 42).  It is the drive PAST the entrance on the left with stone pillars (the former 
Safe Harbor Farm).  If you miss that entrance, go on to Robin’s house entrance, turn in but take 
a left at the fork in the driveway instead of going up to the house.  Go to the right past the small 
barn, then continue past the large indoor arena and park at the back.  
  
From North:  I-65 South then as above.  Kennedy Bridge to Robin's is 35 min.  
  
From Cincinnati or LaGrange:  Best Western Hotel is at Exit 22 off of I-71.  Take Hwy. 53 
north until it ends.  Turn left onto US Hwy 42 and go 7.2 miles.  After the cream-colored brick 
pillars in the fence at 10001 W. US Hwy 42, turn right at the next drive with the orange pylon 
and black gate.  Go to the right past the small barn, then pass the large indoor arena and park 
at the back.  Takes 15+ minutes from the hotel. 
  
From South:  I-65 North to I-265 East/North.  At end of Xway, turn right onto US Hwy 42 and 
follow directions above under "from West". 
  
From East:  I-64 East to I-265 North - as above.
